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The gothic architecture of Parish Church of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin and Saint Stanislaus in Września 
Church of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin and Saint Stanislaus in Września is one of the biggest  gothic temples in Greater Poland. In case of size is second only to basilicas in Poznan (The Cathedral, The Church of Corpus Christi) and collegiate church of Szamotuły. It is comparable to the churches located in the biggest cities of the region (Kalisz, Pyzdry). Września was much smaller and less significant city than the other cities mentioned, therefore it's enormous, even oversized parish church became a monumental proof of it's patrons aspirations. The latest architectural research (conducted by Jacek Kowalski), which are the most precise study to this date, are only a draft that describes the shape of the church and the timeline of it's building. Until now there were no precise and comprehensive answers for the questions regarding the appearance of the gothic temple, along with the origin of it's form and dates. The following article complements those deficiencies and expands the general knowledge about the development of gothic architecture in Greater Poland. My architectural research allowed to present a full reconstruction of Parish Church in Września through gothic phases, also taking under consideration the elements skipped by other researchers (such as two phases of nave and aisles and  tribune at the presbytery), clarification of the dates thanks to discovering a formerly unknown remains of the primary facade (panels with individual cross panes) and embedding it in gothic architecture of Poland and Greater Poland. In this article I also suggest a different, separate view on the problem of temple's architectural inspiration (both regional - Parish Church in Łekno, Parish Church in Słupca, hall churches from Kalisz - and transregional - the gables of Silesia Churches, the southern tower of Saint Cross Collegate in Wrocław). 
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
