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ABSTRACT

Grand Lithuanian Hetman Pawet Jan Sapieha in 1655-1662, during the wars of
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth with Moscow and Sweden, gave out of his own
coffers 1,985,520 zlotys for military purposes. Most of the money was used for mili-
tary hauls and the payment of wages. This was due to the reduction of tax revenues to
the treasury, because large areas of the Polish-Lithuanian state were under Muscovite
and Swedish occupation. The aim of this article is to analyze the military accounts of
Pawet Jan Sapieha and their structure against a wide comparative background, i.e. ac-
counts of other Lithuanian and Crown hetmans of the second half of the 17th century.

The collection of the University Library of Vilnius (Lit. Vilniaus
universiteto mokline biblioteka) preserved an intriguing document
pertaining to the military expenses of Lithuanian Grand Hetman Pawet
Jan Sapieha between 1655 and 1662, and hence in the period of potop
szwedzki (Swedish invasion of Poland, ‘the deluge’) and the war between
the Commonwealth and Moscow. It was created during a session of
a Military and Treasury Commission, convened under the constitution
of the Warsaw Sejm of 1662', which had its sittings in Vilnius from July
1662 to March 16632

It should be noted that such documents have only recently started to
attract greater interest among historians. Not long ago, Marek Wagner
analysed the military expenses of Crown Grand Hetman Stanistaw
Jablonowski from the period 1685-1689, identifying their major usefulness
for the research on military matters, but also for the history of diplomacy,
as well as social issues®. A separate study, prepared by Dariusz Milewski,
was devoted to financial reports of Crown Hetmans of the first half of the
1650s (i.e. Marcin Kalinowski and Stanistaw Rewera Potocki)*. Moreover,
a scholarly elaboration of the expenses of Michat Kazimierz Radziwilt of
the periods 1655-1660 and 1668-1673, as well as of the Zérawno Campaign
of 1676 was performed by Konrad Bobiatynski’.

As can be inferred from the document mentioned above, the greatest
among P. ]. Sapieha’s expenses were those incurred for military recruitment
and subsistence of troops. These took the total of 1,193,390 zlotys and 24
groszy, of which the Hetman spent 11,790 zlotys on colours, half-colours and
shrouds (barwy, pétbarwy i kir) for Hungarian Infantry, whereas the remaining
amount (1,181,600 ztotys and 24 grosze) was mainly distributed as soldiers’

pay, both for the field troops and the garrisons of selected fortresses (Bykhov,
Lyakhavichy, Brest, Ikazn, and Kretinga). It resulted from the attack of
Moscow in 1654, as well as Sweden in 1655, on the Polish and Lithuanian
Commonwealth, who since 1648 waged bloody battles against the Uprising
of Zaporozhian Cossack under Bohday Khmelnytsky. The occupation of such
large territories of the Commonwealth by enemy forces caused the decrease
in the tax revenues of the treasury; hence, a large proportion of costs had to be
shifted onto the shoulders of Polish and Lithuanian Commanders®.

Another important entry in the discussed document are the
expenses incurred by P. ]. Sapieha for the defence in the Lyakhavichy
fortress against the siege by Muscovite troops under Ivan Andreyevich
Khovansky’, the recapture of Tykocin Castle from the Swedes®,
and the recovery from the Muscovites of the castles in Vilnius’,
Shklow', and Krichev''. These amounted to 153,003 zlotys, 5 groszy, and
8 schillings (pieniedzy).

A large part of Grand Lithuanian Hetman’s expenses was spent on
the payment of interest on the sums leased by various creditors. These
added up to 128,000 zlotys. Meanwhile, relatively small amounts were
allocated to the remaining needs: postal service (6,750 zlotys), the pay for
three gunsmiths and their assistance during the siege of the Vilnius Castle
in 1661 (760 zlotys), fuses delivered from Tykocin Fortress for the siege
of Vilnius (300 zlotys), gunpowder for the Vilnius Castle (2,091 zlotys,
5 groszy and 5 shillings), the lead purchased in Warsaw (402 zlotys and
3Y2 groszy), as well as the salary of the wagoner who transported the lead
(131 zlotys and 7%z groszy). All together, it amounted to 10,434 zlotys,
16 groszy, and 5 schillings.

It should be noted here that the expenses of P. ]. Sapieha include not
only the sums allocated to pay the comput army, but also his private
force. The latter mostly formed garrisons of the fortresses of the House
of Sapieha (incl. a rota of Hetman’s Court Infantry under Rittmeister
Krzysztof Posudziewski, and a Company of Foreign Infantry under
Captain Gabonski, both stationed in Lyakhavichy). Additionally, Hetman
demanded to be reimbursed by the treasury for the costs incurred in
defense against the enemy of his private fortresses — Bykhov, Ikazn, and
Lyakhavichy.

When one puts together all financial demands of P. J. Sapieha, it turns
out that between 1655 and 1662, he spent 1,484,798 zlotys, 15 groszy,
and 13 schillings of his own money. However, the Military and Treasury
Commission in Vilnius calculated the debt of the Lithuanian Treasure
to the Hetman, to 1,985,520 zlotys, 5 groszy, and 10 schillings. We are
left with a difference of 500,721 zlotys and 20 groszy. The amount may
have been allocated to ‘Hetman’s expenses [...] for various needs of the
Commonwealth, and postage of messages to various places’'?, which the
document often mentions, however never identifying their sum total.

On the basis of the expenses incurred by P. J. Sapieha, one is able
to discover the differences in the competences of the office of Hetman
between the Crown and Lithuania. Crown Hetmans, on whose shoulders
rested the coordination of Polish south-eastern policy, would spend
large sums on diplomacy and military intelligence. Crown Field Hetman

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Marcin Kalinowski, between 20 February and 23 March 1652, allocated
to diplomatic relations with Cossacks and Moldova 45.04%, and to
espionage 31.23% of his money'. Meanwhile, the spendings of Crown
Grand Hetman Stanistaw Jabtonowski on diplomacy in the period of
1685-1689 covered 18%, while on intelligence 33% of his budget'. On the
basis of the discussed document, we are able to ascertain that Sapieha
did not spend any money for similar purposes (unless these are included
in the aforementioned ‘Hetman's expenses’). It seems rather puzzling, as
other Lithuanian commanders of the period did incur such costs, although
on a smaller scale than Crown Hetmans. For instance, Lithuanian Field
Clerk Aleksandry Hilary Potubinski, during a campaign in the Duchy
of Courland and Semigallia at the turn of 1659 and 1660, and during
the warfare against the Muscovite troops under Prince Khovansky in
February-March 1660 spent 14,508 zlotys of his own money, of which
490 zlotys and 15 groszy (3.4%) was allocated to military intelligence,
whereas 90 zlotys (0.6%) to runners to Afanasy Lavrentievich Ordin-
Nashchokin, the commander of Moscow’s Northern Army, with whom
Lithuanians negotiated a prolongation of the truce signed on 25 April
1659 in Cedasai'®. Such expenses were also reported by Lithuanian Grand
Hetman Michat Kazimierz Pac. In the years 1667-1670, the sustenance
costs of his Muscovite and Cossack envoys (or runners) crossing
Lithuania for the Royal Court, and a rota of infantry to assist Polish and
Lithuanian commissaries during the peace talks with Moscow amounted
to ca. 6.5% of all the costs he incurred*®.

The Commonwealth underwrote the reimbursement of expenses
incurred by P. J. Sapieha in three subsequent Sejm constitutions of 1658,
1659, and 1661". It occurred not without some friction between Sapieha
and the Royal Court, as Hetman had had a political conflict with the
Court for quite some time (at its origin there was, among other things,
the support that the Court had extended to Lithuanian Field Hetman

Wincenty Aleksander Gosiewski)'®. During the Sejm of 1659, Grand
Hetman demanded to be returned 730,420 zlotys, but the Court deemed
his financial claims exorbitant. Sapieha, deeply offended and intending
to pressurise John II Casimir, put up his client, Colonel Samuel Kmicic,
to terminate allegiance to the King on behalf of the troops. The royalists
regarded it as a leése-majesté, requiring a trial before the Sejm court.
However, Grand Marshal of Lithuania Krzysztof Zawisza, affiliated with
Sapieha, rejected the calls to arrest the insolent Colonel. Royalists soon
mollified their position, as there was a real threat that Sapieha would leave
Warsaw, and his clients would break up the Sejm. In such circumstances,
John II Casimir decided not to escalate the contention and agreed to
comply with the Hetman’s expectations. Meanwhile, in the Sejm of 1661,
the Court agreed to reimburse the military expenses incurred by Sapieha,
estimated by the latter to 1,600,919 zlotys, in return for his support for
conducting the election vivente rege, consisting in the enthronement — with
John II Casimir still alive — of Henri Jules de Bourbon, Prince d’Enghien,
the son of the Great Condé®.

P.]J. Sapieha had the amount of 30,700 zlotys he had spent on taking the
Tykocin Castle deducted, as he was to be reimbursed for that by the Crown
Treasury®. Deduction also covered the sum of 19,679 zlotys, 17 groszy,
and 4 schillings that Sepieha had payed to Voivode of Polotsk Jan Karol
Kope¢ for grain and other goods delivered to the fortress of Lyakhavichy,
because the Lithuanian Treasury had already paid out a part of that sum
to the Hetman, whereas the remaining fraction was to be disbursed to

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him from public revenue?. Additionally, the sum of 21,400 zlotys paid
by Sapieha to Governor of Lyakhavichy Stanistaw Michat Judycki was
deducted for the same reason. Besides the above, another 299,087 zlotys, 5
groszy, and 2%z schilling was deducted from the taxes of Hetman’s estates
and leases that he did not pay to the treasury, but with the consent of the
Sejm covered his military expenses with it*.

Sapieha received 445,043 zlotys, 20 groszy and 2V2 schilling in cash.
Meanwhile, 800,000 zlotys was allocated in the form of the Siauliai estate,
grated to the Hetman for the period of 6 years, 100,000 zlotys was allocated
to the office of Tivun of Rietavas that he served in, while another 100,000
was allocated to the lease of Voupa, a lifelong possession of Lithuanian
Cupbearer Jan Sapieha, the Hetman’s oldest son®.

The remaining debt owed to the Hetman by the Lithuanian Treasury
amounted to 468,986 zlotys, 28 groszy, and 3V schillings. P. J. Sapieha did
not live to see it returned (he died on 30 December 1665). The indubitably
dramatic events of the years 1663-1665 stood in the way: the failed Moscow
expedition undertaken by John II Casimir and the outbreak of the civil war
in Poland. The disbursement of the money was warranted to Sapieha’s
heirs by the Sejm of 1667*.
